2005 NEPASCCA Annual Banquet Pinewood Derby Rules

Stock

1. Material:  Cars shall be constructed for this event from the parts contained in an official Cub Scout Grand Prix Pinewood Derby Kit. Materials may be supplemented but not replaced.

2. Weight:   Cars may weigh no more than (5) ounces as determined by the official scales during the pre-race tech inspection the night of the race.

3. Wheels and Axles:


A. The car shall roll on the wheels from the kit.


B. The wheels shall turn on the axle nails from the kit.

C. The axle nails should be firmly affixed to the wood of the car body, and must be placed in the original axle grooves in the wood body.

4. Size:


A. Length- No longer than (7) inches


B. Width- No wider than 2-3/4 (2.75) inches


C. Underside clearance- At least 3/8 (0.375) inches

D. Wheel to wheel clearance- At least 1-3/4 (1.75) inches is recommended, so the car will run on the track.

5. Weights and Attachments:  Weight may be added to the car and will be considered part of the car for the purpose of all measurements.  "Weight" is considered to be any part of the car that is not provided in the kit. All weight must be securely fastened to the car.  Weights shall be passive, i.e. non-movable, non-magnetic, non-stick, etc.  

6. Wheel Treatment:  Hub and tread smoothing may not result in the substantial removal of mass, nor in reducing the wheel width from the original kit wheels.

7.  Unacceptable Construction:  The following may NOT be used in conjunction with the wheels and/or axles - hubcaps, washers, inserts, sleeves, bearings. 

8.  Gravity Powered:  The car may not be constructed or treated in any fashion that imparts momentum of the car.  (This shall include any sticky substance or protrusion on the front of the car that would use the track's starting mechanism to impart momentum to the car.  

9.  Lubricants:  Only dry lubricants such as graphite or powdered Teflon "white lube" will be allowed for lubricating the wheels.  

Open Class

The following specifications are in addition and/or supersede those of the standard car designs.

1. Material:  Does not apply.

2. Weight:  Change total weight allowed to (8) ounces.

3. Wheels and Axles:  Does not apply.

4. Size:  No change.

5. Weights and Attachments:  No change.

6. Wheel Treatment:  Does not apply.

7. Unacceptable Construction:  Does not apply.

8. Gravity Powered:  No change.

9. Lubricants:  No change.
